Objectives:

Upon successful completion of this course, you will learn mathematical symbols and operations, reinforce function and graphing concepts so important in later courses of mathematics, science, business, nursing, or computer science. Polynomial, rational, radical, exponential, and logarithmic equations and both linear and nonlinear systems are covered to allow students to solve a wide variety of real-life applications.
