Objectives:

Upon successful completion of this course, you will reinforce function and graphing concepts so important in later courses of mathematics, science, business, nursing, or computer science. Polynomial, rational, radical, exponential, and logarithmic equations and both linear and nonlinear systems are covered to allow students to solve a wide variety of real-life applications. Further algebra topics such as analytical geometry basics, elements of sequences and series, binomial theorem, and mathematical induction also will be covered.
Attendance: 

Attendance is mandatory for all class meetings. Attendance may be taken at any time during class meeting. You are responsible for any materials covered in your absence. If you are not able to complete the semester YOU must withdraw from this class.

Homework: 

You are expected to do homework (HW) as each section is completed in class. For HW, you will be assigned every other odd problem of the sections in the textbook covered during class meeting. Each assigned problem must have sufficient work to confirm its answer. HW will be discussed during the next class meeting.
Grading:

Your grade will depend on your test average (65%), cumulative final exam (25%), and participation (10%). The final is mandatory. If you miss a test, your score on final exam will be entered as a replacement score. Any other missed test will be recorded as a zero. If you take all the tests, your lowest test score will be replaced with the final exam score, if the final exam score proves to be higher. Minimum requirement for A-B-C-D grades is 90-80-70-60.
